A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, CAMPBELL COUNTY, KENTUCKY
EXPRESSING ITS SUPPORT OF THE CITY OF CINCINNATI’'S AUGUST 2014
DECISION TO ALLOW THE PROPERTY AT 1725 RIVERSIDE DRIVE IN
CINCINNATI, OHIO TO REVERT TO AN RF-R RIVERFRONT
RESIDENTIAL/RECREATIONAL DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, the City of Bellevue’s riverfront has seen a transformation over the last thirty
years thru the growth of residential and recreational areas along the riverfront, matching
the similar transformation along the City of Cincinnati’s Eastern Corridor; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bellevue Comprehensive Plan and its Form Based Code call for
promoting the growth of residential and recreational areas along its riverfront; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bellevue, as well as its citizens, have invested in this development
activity and views this investment as key to developing a vibrant and economic successful
community; and

WHEREAS, the action of the City of Cincinnati to promote similar residential and
recreational areas along the Ohio River across from the City of Bellevue will benefit the
public health and welfare of not only Cincinnati, but the entire region, as both cities strive
to make their communities walkable, sustainable, and vibrant;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Bellevue expresses its support of the
City of Cincinnati’s August 2014 decision to allow the property at 1725 Riverside Drive to
revert to an RF-R Riverfront Residential/Recreation District and will support any future
similar efforts to develop new residential and recreational opportunities in the Eastern
Corridor that will enhance the economic vitality of our region.
